Hal:  Informasi  Terkini  COVID-­19  
  
Informasi  terkini  ini  merupakan  kelanjutan  dari  surat  yang  dikeluarkan  oleh  kantor  
BINUS  SCHOOL  Education   (surat   nomor:   010/BSE/III/2020,   tertanggal   3  Maret  
2020).  Surat  ini  juga  mendukung  surat-­surat  sebelumnya  yang  dkeluarkan  BINUS  
SCHOOL  terkait  COVID-­19.  
  
Kami   telah   dan   sedang   memantau   perkembangan   COVID-­19.   Hingga   hari   ini,  
meski   ada   penutupan   sementara   sejumlah   sekolah,   BINUS   SCHOOL   tetap  
beroperasi   dengan   menerapkan   pengaturan   untuk   menjaga   komunitas   seaman  
mungkin  hingga  pengumuman  resmi  selanjutnya.  
  
Kementerian  Pendidikan  dan  Kebudayaan  telah  mengeluarkan  seperangkat  aturan  
(tertanggal  9  Maret  2020)  yang  akan  digunakan  sekolah-­sekolah  BINUS  sebagai  
acuan  untuk  semua  tindak  lanjut  (mohon  mengacu  pada  Lampiran).  Sebagian  dari  
tindak  lanjut  yang  dimaksud  adalah  sebagai  berikut:  
  
1.   PERJALANAN  BERSAMA  KELUARGA    
Mengacu  pada  surat  nomor  010/BSE/III/2020  mengenai  perjalanan  ke  negara-­
negara   dengan   Tingkat   CDC   1-­3,   mohon   perhatikan   bahwa   siswa,   staf,  
dan/atau   anggota      keluarga   mereka   yang   kembali   ke   Indonesia   setelah  
melakukan   perjalanan   dari   dan   ke   negara-­negara   tersebut   wajib   menjalani  
karantina   mandiri   selama   14   hari,   sesuai   arahan   CDC  
(https://www.cdc.gov/travel).   Periode   karantina  mandiri   ini   dimulai   pada   saat  
meninggalkan  dan/atau  transit  dari  negara-­negara  tersebut.  
  

2.   PEMBELAJARAN  DI  RUMAH    
BINUS   SCHOOL   telah   menyiapkan   sistem   yang   memungkinkan   siswa  
melakukan  pembelajaran  di  rumah  bila  terjadi  penutupan  sekolah  sementara.    

  
Menanggapi   perkembangan   COVID-­19,   seluruh   BINUS   SCHOOL   akan  
menyelenggarakan  satu  hari  persiapan  pada  Jumat  13  Maret.  Pada  hari  
tersebut,   semua   guru   akan   menyiapkan   materi   untuk   pembelajaran   di  
rumah   bagi   para   siswa.   Pada   tanggal   13   Maret,   siswa   tetap   belajar   di  
rumah  kecuali  siswa  Kelas  12  yang  sedang  ujian.  Sekolah  berjalan  normal  
kembali   pada   hari   Senin   16   Maret,   kecuali   ada   pengumuman   susulan   dari    
BINUS  SCHOOL  

  
3.   ACARA  KHUSUS    
Sejalan   dengan   perangkat   aturan   dari   Kementerian   Pendidikan   dan  
Kebudayaan   (tertanggal   9  Maret   2020),   acara   apa   pun   yang   telah   terjadwal  
dapat  dibatasi,  ditunda  atau  dibatalkan.  
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4.   IMMERSION/TRIP    
Mengacu  pada  perangkat  aturan  yang  sama,  mohon  perhatikan  bahwa  semua  
program   immersion   dan   trip   (baik   lokal   maupun   mancanegara)   akan  
ditunda  atau  dibatalkan  hingga  pemberitahuan  lebih  lanjut.  BINUS  SCHOOL  
akan  membantu  proses  pengembalian  dana  yang  diperlukan.    

  
5.   TANGGUNG  JAWAB  SOSIAL  
Pada  saat  ini,  sangat  penting  bagi  kita  untuk  menerapkan  tanggung  jawab  sosial  
untuk   mengedepankan   keselamatan   dan   kesejahteraan   baik   di   rumah   kita  
maupun  di  komunitas  sekolah.    Setiap  orang  didorong  untuk  memperhatikan  
kondisi  kesehatan  seluruh  anggota  keluarganya.  Pola  makan  sehat,  istirahat  
yang   cukup,   dan   olahraga   masih   merupakan   cara   terbaik   untuk   menjaga  
kesehatan.  
  
Siapa  saja  yang  menderita  flu  atau  mengalami  gejala  flu  berat  harus  berobat  ke  
rumah   sakit   (mohon   mengacu   pada   Lampiran).   Kami   sungguh   berharap  
Sekolah  diberitahu  mengenai  hal   tersebut  sehingga  nasihat  yang  tepat  dapat  
diberikan.  Individu  yang  sehat  menjadikan  komunitas  sehat.    
  

6.   SOCIAL  DISTANCING  
Istilah  social  distancing  mengacu  pada  tindakan  kesehatan  publik  yang  diambil  
guna   menghentikan   atau   memperlambat   penyebaran   penyakit   yang   sangat  
menular.   Tujuannya   adalah   untuk   mengurangi   kemungkinan   kontak   dengan  
orang  yang  terinfeksi.  Sederhananya,   ini  berarti  menghindari  sebisa  mungkin  
tempat   ramai,   kecuali   benar-­benar   diperlukan.   Ini   juga   berarti   menghindari  
berkumpul  dalam  kelompok  besar  dan  menghindari  kerumunan  orang  sebisa  
mungkin.

To prevent the development and spread of COVID-19 in the area of an educational institution, we 

advise you to instruct the educational institution in your working area to: 

1. Optimise the school clinic or health service unit in campus by coordinating with the local 

service unit to prevent the spread of COVID-19. 

2. Communicate with the Health Office, Education Office and/or Higher Education Office to 

check whether the Health Ministry have plans to address COVID-19. 

3. Ensure the availability of facilities for washing hands using water and soap and tissue in 

various strategic locations in school. 

4. Ensure that members of the school community are using these facilities (minimum 20 

seconds for hand washing) and use hand drier properly and practise proper hygiene as a 

habit. 

5. Ensure that the educational institution cleans the rooms regularly, especially door handles, 

light switches, computers, keyboards and other facilities often touched by hands. 

6. Monitor the absence of the members of the school community. 

7. Allow members of the school community not to come to school if they are sick.  

8. Not to impose penalties/ sanctions for any members of the school community who are 

absent due to illness, as well as do not reward anyone who will be present with a present-

based incentive policy (if any). 

9. Report to the Health Office, Education Office and/or Higher Education Office if there is a 

high number of absences of the school community members due to illness related to 

breathing. 

10. Transfer the duties of educators and education staff who are absent to other education 

staff that is capable. 

11. Consult with the Education Office and/or Higher Education Office if the level of absence 

is affecting the teaching-learning process. Need to consider whether the teaching-learning 

activities need to be temporarily suspended. 

12. School is not required to identify COVID-19 cases. The Ministry of Health will be the one 

in charge, so the school just need to report possible COVID-19 cases to the Ministry for 

testing. Do remember that majority of health issues related to breathing is not COVID-19. 

13. Ensure that the food provided at school is healthy and well cooked. 

14. Urge all school community members not to share foods, drinks and music instruments. 

15. Remind the school community members to avoid direct physical contact (shaking hands, 

kissing hands, hugging, etc.). 

16. Postpone activities that require gathering of large number of people or activities outside 

the school (camping, study tours). 

17. Limit the guests from outside of the educational institution. 

18. School community members and their families traveling to countries with COVID-19 local 

transmission (published by World Health Organization) are asked not to do deliver, drop 

off, pickup, and be present in the school area for 14 days upon return to Indonesia.

Education

1. Get used to a clean, healthy 

lifestyle, and regular sports 

activities. 

2. Clean the rooms and environment of 

the education unit routinely, 

especially door handles, light 

switches, computers, keyboards; 

keyboards and other facilities that 

are often held by hands need to be 

disinfected at least 2 times each 

day. 

3. Avoid direct physical contact such 

as shaking hands, kissing on the 

cheek, kissing hands, hugging, and 

so on. 

4. Wash your hands with soap in 

running water for 20 seconds when 

you arrive at the education unit and 

do it as often as possible. 

5. Remind members of the education 

unit wherever possible not to touch 

the eyes, nose, and mouth directly. 

6. If you cough or sneeze, cover with 

the base of your arm or use tissue.  

Note that tissue must only be used 

once and need to be discarded. 

1. The education unit should report to the 

education office, the health service, 

and the Higher Education Service 

Institution (LL Dikti) on symptoms of 

the members of the education unit who 

are infected by the virus. 

2. The education unit must provide 

masks for those who cough or have 

runny nose only. They will be asked to 

go home and go to a health facility. 

These members must rest until fully 

recovered. 

3. Healthy education unit members do 

not need to wear masks. 

4. Education units which are located in 

border areas or around airports / ports 

are recommended to provide masks 

and disinfectants. 

 

1. The education unit must require 

its members who are suspected/ 

confirmed to be infected with 

COVID-19, to stay at home and 

contact the health office or the 

ministry of health (via telephone 

number O21-5210411 or 0812-

1212-3119. 

2. If there are confirmed education 

unit members infected by the 

virus, classes related to members 

of the education unit must be 

closed for 14 days. 

3. Members of the education unit 

who are dismissed and show 

symptoms of being infected by 

COVID-19 must report 

themselves to the local health 

facility. 

4. The identity of the education unit 

members infected with COVID-19 

must be kept confidential except 

to the authorities. 

5. It’s prohibited to share the photos 

and addresses of members of 

education units infected by

7. The education unit need to ask 

parents to pick up students if the 

following occur: 

a. fever higher than 37.5'C; and 

b. respiratory symptoms and / or 

problems such as sneezing, 

nasal congestion, coughing, or 

shortness of breath. 

8. Remind members of the education 

unit to practise clean and healthy 

living. 

9. Socialise information about COVID-

19 using materials from the Ministry 

of Health in various activities. 

10. Reliable sources of information are 

from the Ministry of Health and 

World Health Organization (WHO). 

Members of the education unit must 

be careful about information from 

the internet or social media about 

COVID-19. 

11. Monitor the body temperature of 

students, educators, education 

personnel and guests. 

12. Postpone activities that gather a lot 

of people and / or activities outside 

the school environment such as 

camping or study tours.

14. Restrict guests from outside the 

education unit. 

15. Families traveling to countries 

affected by COVID-19 published by 

WHO at this link:

1b9125cd must be asked to isolate 

themselves for 14 (fourteen) days 

upon returning to Indonesia. 

16. Monitor attendance (absence) of the 

members of education units. 

17. If education unit has thermometer 

sensor gun, then body temperature 

check can be made for all members 

of the education unit. 

18. Education units must provide masks 

for their members who cough or 

experience colds. Then they are 

asked to go home and check 

themselves into a health facility, 

while the other members who are 

healthy do not need to wear a mask. 
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
